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RULES OF GOLF

1. Instroke play, a competitor plays a stroke with the wrong ball. The penalty isa 1 stroke and the
player can finish the hole with the wrong ball, true or false?

2. A player is allowed to remove loose impediments and/or moveable obstructions in a bunker?
True or False?

3. In a fourball tournament, a player’s partner is allowed to stand behind the player on their line of
play while they begin to take their stance? True or False?

4. A player hits their tee shot on hole #1 at WCC and the ball comes to rest on the green on hole #4.
The player must take relief and they may not play the ball from the wrong green? True or False?

Answers:

1. False, the penalty is a 2 strokes under Rule 6.3c. The competitor must correct the mistake by playing
the correct ball under the rules prior to playing the next hole or returning their scorecard if the wrong ball
was played on their last hole. Strokes made playing the wrong ball do not count.

2. True, a player may move the loose impediments and/or moveable obstructions without penalty
provided the process is done in a reasonable and least intrusive manner.

3. False, under Rule 10.2b a partner can 't stand on the player’s line of play when the player begins to
take their stance.

4. True, under Rule 13.1f, the player must take complete relief from the wrong green. The player will take
relief within one club-length of the nearest point of complete relief, no nearer the hole. Relief in this
situation is not penalized.
